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Our Story

Feed The Kids Columbus began with a simple but urgent
realization: many children rely on free and reduced school
meals, and when schools close for extended breaks, consistent
nutrition can disappear. What started as a grassroots effort to
help bridge that gap quickly revealed an even deeper need.

As we partnered more closely with schools, we learned that
hunger doesn't only happen during breaks, it shows up quietly
during the school day. From that discovery, our in-classroom
Snack Program was born, providing teachers with ready-to-eat
snacks to support students who may have missed breakfast,
are struggling to focus, or need food to get through the day.
What began in Ashley Kanney's garage serving 97 students now
supports more than 11,500 children across 34 schools in
Greater Columbus.
